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This is a portrait of Myra Hindley who was famously convicted of murdering children in the 1960’s with her partner Ian Brady. The artist has cleverly used children’s hand prints in various tones of grey to create the image. When exhibited at the Royal Academy in 1997 it was attacked on 2 occasions when protesters threw red ink and eggs at it to express their outrage.
